Don’t forget to notice the house, which was
home to the famous writer Hans Christian Andersen. Next, as part

Rosenborg Castle, which hosts an important collection of the
Danish crown jewels and Carlsberg Glyptotek - Ny Carlsberg
Glyptotek, which hosts an important collection of the Danish
crown jewels.

The
highlight of the tour is a visit to City Hall with its famous Blue and
Golden Rooms, where the Nobel Prize Banquet is held each year.
As part of our Cultural Discovery Series - sample local delicacies
in one of the Stockholm’s trendiest restaurants and learn about
the Nordic food and culture. Continue your walk through the
Sodermalm neighborhood and experience a multicultural mix of
chic restaurants and shops.

Refloat in 1961, he was
remarkably refurbished and gives a great vision of the naval life in
the 17th century. The seven-floor museum enables you to admire
this unique ship from every angle. Tonight, enjoy a farewell dinner.
